All of the books deal with some aspect of Amateur Radio. Four of these books deal with getting the different parts of an FCC Amateur Radio License. The basic FCC Amateur Radio License is a Technician Class – Element 2. Once you pass the test the FCC gives you a call sign and operating privileges. The related book we are giving to the library is Now You’re Talking!. The second step of Amateur Radio Licensing is the Technician Class Plus to get this License you need to pass both Element 1 which is Morse code and Element 2 which is the Technician Class. We are presenting the Library with both a book on Morse code titled Morse Code: The Essential Language and a CD called Intro to Morse Code. The third step in Amateur Radio is a General Class License – Element 3 which requires you to have passed the FCC Elements 1, 2 and 3 tests. This book will assist you in passing the Element 3 test, ARRL General License Manual. The final part of the Amateur Radio License is the Extra Class License – Element 4. The book that will help you pass the Element 4 test is called ARRL Extra License Manual. Other books which are included cover topics on Antennas, Satellites and Electronics just to name a few.
This book donation kicks of the first of several upcoming events for the Florence Amateur Radio Club. The club will be putting up a display on Amateur Radio for the month of September at the Florence County Library. This will showcase the history of Amateur Radio and what you can do once you get an FCC Amateur Radio License.  Starting in October the club will have an Amateur Radio Class at the Poynor Education Center. The class starts Tuesday October 7, 2003 and runs for 8 weeks.
